Budget Considerations:    Bernadine Enevoldsen again circulated a survey to those present regarding time/location for the meeting for next year.  She will contact the Days Inn to find out their room charges for next year.   Joye Ann Billow will distribute dues notifications to members;  those wishing to pay the Early Bird reduced rate  of $220 must pay before June 1.  

Line Items for budget consideration:   A motion was passed NOT to rejoin the Chamber of Commerce, since there is very little benefit to us as a group.   In prior years, the mini-grants were budgeted for $1200, but this year we allocated only $500.  The amount for the upcoming budget will be at the discretion of the Budget Committee.   The amounts for the Science Fair Awards need to be considered.  Previously there have been two $50 awards.  We must now consider the $10 service charge being added to each award.  We should also draw up a written description of the criteria for these awards.  For final consideration are the scholarships.  Again, in previous years, we have awarded two $1000 scholarship, but this year, we awarded  two at $500 each.  

Also the Foundation Board must meet (after a regular business meeting) to confirm the budget and write up minutes for this separate meeting.
