Business
Ardelle Roberts wrote an article about the upcoming Literacy Luncheon for the local newspaper.  Madeleine Rose presented information regarding ads for the newspaper for the event, and a discussion was held on the value of ads for the events.  A list of tables sold was circulated for updating.   The official title of Phyllis Cole-Dai’s presentation is:  “Reading from the Underside”. 

Madeleine Rose will send a list of responsibilities for the Harvest Table which will be distributed electronically with these minutes.  Please note that the empty blanks will be taken care of by other people involved.  The menu for the Harvest Table is goulash with vegetables, salad and cookies.  Milk and bread are provided by the church.

Donna Hess has volunteered for the Nominating Committee which will need to be elected at the next meeting.

A discussion took place regarding the donation to the National Foundation.  We have budgeted $50 for this, as in past years, and agreed to donate again from the Service Fund.  We have received 4 grants in recent years, each of which was about $1000. 

There was a discussion regarding outstanding bills due to members.  The Board recommended that all of these be paid.  Madeleine Rose will list the outstanding expenses and make recommendations at the Business Meeting as to where the funds will come from to cover these.  

There was another discussion around the publishing of a new brochure.  Allegra has again donated $250 toward this project, but this will not cover the total expense.  Bernadine will get more information on the final cost projection.

Bernadine recommended that in April, all Committee chairs should look at their Service Projects and write a brief summary of the purpose of each project, so that we may make prudent decisions on funding for next year’s budget.
